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Dataset 1 - Raw data

Raw quantitative data are attached in six files, one for each habitat type:

· CLA: pine and oak woodland of Pineta di Classe

· BEN: poplar and willow woodland at Ripristini di Bentivoglio

· DRE-R: poplar woodland along the Reno River in Destra Reno

· DRE-H: oak woodland on the hills of Destra Reno

· BRA-M: mixed deciduous forest of Lago Brasimone

· BRA-B: beech forest of Lago Brasimone

Each Excel file has 6 sheets. Each sheet name is in the form xxxxx.yy.zzz:
· xxxxx is the habitat code as listed above;

· yy is the collecting technique code: those coded with “VI” after the site codes listed above means data were obtained by time-constrained visual search, those coded with “LE” contain data obtained by leaf litter and soil sorting;

· zzz indicates whether the data refer to the living assemblage (L), the death assemblage composed by pristine shells only (F), the overall death assemblage (F+B) and the “broken” DA (B) composed by the more damaged and worn shells.
Please note that species are not listed in systematic order. However, nomenclature is consistent across the data and the paper. A list of species in systematic order with authorities is in Dataset 2.
